Each bone is
independently movable so the animator
can focus on large scale movement. The
surface representation fleshes out the bone
structure underneath.

The
best use of the technique is to generate
movement easily in a character and
transform this movement to the surface
representation. When the skeletal structure
is moved, the surface structure
automatically moves along with it
Although this technique is often used to
animate humans or vertebrates, it only
serves to make the animation process
more intuitive & the same technique can be
used to control the deformation of any
mechanical objects, joints or rigid elements
like a spoon, a building, a galaxy or
virtually all animation systems where
simplified user interfaces allow animators
to control often complex algorithms & a
huge amount of geometry; most notably
through forward or inverse kinematics,
canned animation and real time physics.
The best example for the usage of this
technique can be found in video games
and movies. In principle, however, the
intention of the technique is never to
imitate real anatomy or physical processes,
but only to control the deformation of the
